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The Reformation which was broken out in the sixteen century is not a simple reli-
gious reform movement but a enomous spiritual revuolution which influenced politics,
ecomics, society, and culture. Therefore Reformation is esteemed a significent moment
which transformed the Western society into modern society and formed a new
cluture. In this essay | will investigate the ‘calling’ view of Reformers which is reck-
oned as a great factor to make a modern capitalistic society.

Luther undermined the dual concept of the holy and the secular which was general-
ly accepted in Medieval Christendom. He claimed that all men were priests before God
because all men werj justified only bf faith. Then all works which priest, farmer, and
housekeeper do have equal value to God. All men are called to each’s job by God.
They must do their best to do their jobs. But Luther didn’t permit the liberty to choose
job and underestimated the trading and forbade usury.

Calvin understood the calling just as Luther did. He connected the calling with pre-
destination. He very positively estimated work as the means to serve God. But he
didn’t see wealth as the recompense of one’s work but the sign of God’s blessing. He
stressed that the wealth was used for the common goodness and the relief of the poor.
Unlike Luther he positively estimated the value of trading and permitted for the lend-

er to receive interest if the borrower got the profit through the loan.
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The puritans accepted the right to choose job according to one’s ability and inclina-
tion. At this point their veiw of calling was advanced than Calvin's view. But their
view of calling except this point was all the same as that of Luther and Calvin.

Max Weber claimed that Calvinism influenced the formation of the spirit of capital-
ism through it's veiw of calling and predestination. The puritans worked very hard for
the glory of God because they convinced their election. And they interpreted the
wealth as the recompense fo their work and accumulated the capital as the result of
ascetic ethic. But It is difficult to find the internal relation between the predestination
and the spirit of capitalism on the theological foundation. Though calvinism and capi-
talism was spontaneously extented though Europe, it seemed correct that both’s con-
nection was largely accidental. But Calvin’s contribution to develop capitlaism may be
regarded as functioning at two levels: at one, disincentives (such as the social and re-
ligious opprobrium with which the generation of capital was invested in the medieval
period) were removed:at the other, positive incentives encouraged the fostering of atti-
tudes and practices favorable to the emergence of capitalism. Bourgeois values—
thrift, diligence, perseverance, hard work and dedication—were all religiously sanc-
tioned by Calvin's theory. Capitalism is, however, a spin —off, rather than the intented

product, of his religious outlook.
