“The Servant” Jesus Christ and Hls Servant Paul in Romans

Myong Il Kim
(Zion Presbyterian Church, Associate Pastor, New Testament Theology)

The Jesus Christ that Paul presents in Romans fulfills the role
of the servant in Isaiah. Jesus Christ is “a servant of to the
circumcised” (8 cdxovog), fulfilling God's covenant. He is also the
Suffering Servant of Isaiah 53, justifying his people through his
death and resurrection (Romans 3:25; 4:25). As a high priest, he
is pictured as a sin offering whose blood is sprinkled on all the
nations and fulfills the role of ransom. Paul's priestly ministry is
not comparable to the high priestly ministry of the one and only
Christ, but he is His laborer in the fulfillment of the covenant Christ
serves, preaching the gospel as a priest.

In Galatians, Paul quotes the Old Testament, “But he who chose
(dpopltw) me from my mother's womb and called me by his
grace’(Gal. 1:15), quoting Isaiah 49:1. Paul uses the same concept
in Romans to explain his calling and servitude to Jesus Christ. “Paul,
a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, set apart (Gpopllw)
for the gospel of God.” As a servant of Christ Jesus, the servant
of Isaiah, Paul fulfills the role of serving God's redemptive economy
that Jesus Christ serves. That role is understood by Paul as a priest
(lepovpréw, 15:16), as a bearer of good news (lepovpyéw, Romans
10:15), and as a minister of the saints (§caxovéw, 15:25). Paul's
understanding is that his service as a servant continues the service

of Jesus Christ in fulfilling God's redemptive plan.
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
