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The Reformation dated from the interpretation of the Scriptures, From
this perspective, it is very meaningful to investigate the principles of the
Scriptures of John Calvin, There are two important principles of Calvin’
s interpretation, Firstly, it is Scripture is its own expositor(Smipiura sui ipsius
interpres), Secondly, it is the illumination of the Holy Spirit, Refomers
insisted on Scripture only(sola sriptura), and not the interpretation of the
Scriptures by only the priest, the pope, and the Roman Catholic Church,
but rather by the principle(Seiptura sui ipsius interpres), According to Calvin also
