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The Relationship between Election and Covenant in the
Theologies of John Calvin and Herman Bavinck

This essay means to explain how the Reformed doctrine of divine election is
related to the doctrine of covenant in the theologies of John Calvin (1509-
1564) and Herman Bavinck (1854-1921). Calvin is convinced that the
covenant of grace is monopleuric in its origin, but dipleuric in its fulfillment.
The covenant of grace has its origin only in the undeserved grace of God.
Once established, however, the covenant imposes mutual obligations on both
God and the believer. The covenantal obligations are “conditions” of salvation
in a sense. These conditions are real, but not meritorious. For Bavinck, the
covenant of grace describes the road by which elect people attain their destiny;
it is the channel by which the stream of election flows toward eternity. The
covenant of grace is unilateral in its initiation and bilateral in its continuation.
Bavinck also argues that the covenant of grace reminds us of the organic unity
of the church. Both Calvin and Bavinck argue that all covenants are the
covenant of grace because only God’s grace makes the life of covenant start
and continue. Both of them, however, insist that the covenant also involves the
serious and significant responsibility of the believer. The doctrine of covenant
thus marvelously stands with the doctrine of election in the Reformed
theologies of Calvin and Bavinck.
