The Centrality of the Holy Spirit in a Reciprocal
Relationship between Authority and Interpretation of
Scripture in Calvin’s Thought

Yoon, Hyung Chul

What is the relevance of Calvin to evangelical Christians, who try to
chart the way beyond the postmodern epistemological crisis, for a full
acknowledgement of Scripture’s authority and accordingly a more faithful
hermeneutical life? As an answer to that question, in this paper I look
into Calvin’s thoughts on the reciprocal relationship between the
authority of Scripture and its interpretation, and particularly his insight of
the pivotal role of the Holy Spirit.

For Calvin, Scripture is the book of covenant in the trinitarian
economy of redemption, which can undo human being’s epistemological
impotency by the corruption of sin and bring the actual possibility of
genuine knowledge of God.

Scripture is above all the Word of God. Scripture does not derive its
divine authority from outside such as the church or the reason, but from
itself, and thus ‘self-authenticating’. In Calvin’s thought, however, the
self-authentication of Scripture is never isolated from the internal
testimony of the Holy Spirit, who makes us believe the teachings of
Scripture as the truth of God and leads us the trust and assurance of
salvation.

According to Calvin, the authority and the content of Scripture are
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so interrelated closely as to confirm its authority by its content
illuminated by the Holy Spirit, who is the divine Author and the
authentic Interpreter of Scripture.

The Reformation’s hermeneutical principles of the self-interpretation
and clarity of Scripture also remind us of Calvin’s emphasis on the
pivotal work of the Holy Spirit. The self-interpretation of Scripture is
none other than the interpretation of the Holy Spirit, through whom
God’s self-accommodating Word can serve God’s self-communication.
Likewise, Scripture can be clear only due to the work of the Holy Spirit,
who makes it possible for the faith community to hear the living Word
of God in Scripture, in spite of its hermeneutical immaturity and
vulnerability.

By all these, Calvin sought to rebuff and correct Roman Catholic
position to domesticate and internalize the Holy Spirit within the formal
institution of the church. Instead, Calvin insisted that the Holy Spirit
wills to be conjoined with Scripture by an indissoluble bond, the external
Word of God, and, by means of that Word, wills to make His presence
and to work for the salvation of believers.
