And human beings are
all created equal in his presence: The state itself is to work to

serve the people of the state who are all created by HIs image .
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By this reason, states are to serve the people by means of public
welfare. And government administration is to satisfy such heavenly
mandate, His Providence.

In this study, ideology, thoughts, and to some extent his attitu
-de towards government administration had been reflected with the
hope that old experience would alsoc relevantly be work in

contemporary setting of Public Administration,
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
