If we examine comparative studies on Augustine and Calvin, it
would appear that these show Calvin' s dependence of Augustine s
doctrine of predestination. However, on the issue of church and
state there has been no major research project carried out con-
cerning Calvin's relation to Augustine, Therefore, a comparative
study about Augustine s City of God and Calvin's Institutes is a
contribution to this field,

Throughout the whole of City of God the idea of the two -
opposed cities (duae civitates) is & central theme in Augustine s
thinking, For Augustine, even thdugh the two cities are antithet—
ic, they are interwoven in this saeculum. Thus in Augustine’ s
thought, the Church is separated from the State, while the
responsibility of the Church in the society is not neglected.

Calvin developed his thought between the first edition of the
Institutes (1536} and the last one {1559). According to Calvin's
Institutes the Church and the State possess the unique tasks from
God. However, unlike Augustine, Calvin emphasized the religious
function of the State, as well as the social one. Behind if, there
are the different historical circumstances of the 16" century s
Geneva,

As a result, Augustine and Calvin shared their common charac—
ter as a “theologian of the Church.” They worked for the historical
Churches of the 4™ and the 16" centuries, For Augustine, the
analogy behind Church—State relationships was his ideas of the
two cities in this Saeculum. They are intermingled up until the
eschaton, In the case of Calvin, the relation between Church and
State can be explained using the soul and ‘body analogy, Just
as soul and body co-exist, so Church and State co—exist in this
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world. However, just as the body serves the soul, so does the
State serve the Church,
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
