Study on J. Dewey's Philosophy in Education Considered from
a.Calvinistic Standpoint.

- Centering Around the Human Outlook, Ethical View, Religious
View and the Educational Object -

An education brought a most spacious influence out of the
present-day educations, is a progressivism and it's originator is
1‘ J. Dewey. He insisted on an education centering around the children
with giving a powerful criticism to the education around the teacher

and parent which is a traditionalistic education. Like this

philosophy in education was influenced on all over the world and
nowadays it's world-wide influence is still spacious. Furthermore,
like this his influence could be applied to the churchly education
and that no little points at issue were occurred in the course to be
~applied. And then the educational philosophy of Christianity should
be firmly evolved as the point at issue of his educational philosophy
~was criticized by the churchly education upon grasped J. Dewey's
philosophy .in education.

The main point of J, Dewey's philosophy in education is inm the
concept of the experience, variation and growth etc. It is regarded
that his like this philosophy was based on the experimentalism;: the
doctrine of evolution and pragmatism etc.

This study is prepared that the humaﬁ outlook, ethical view,
religious view and the educational object shall research and
criticize from the standpoints of an experience, a variation‘and
‘a growth.

First, his human outlook is thorough to be around a humankbéing,
that is, insisting on the human potential capacity can be em?hasi“
zing an infinite nature of human being. Like this conception5i$
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considered toward the tendency of C. Darwin's evolutionism.

k Second, as to the ethical view, it is insisted on the truth
to be not invariable. Everything is come into being and changed,
and accordingly it made the circumstantial ethics to be born as
insisted on the ethics to be differently applied so as to coincide
with the circumstance of the times.

Third, as to the religious view, the God is really existed
and the religion is not possessed by a human being and the mankind
needs the God, and accordingly the God is existed. On the occasion
of no harm while the religion is possessed by a human being, the
religion is made possible according to the mankind. Therefore he
fiercely criticizes of the Christianity to believe in the existence
of absolute God.

Fourth, in view of the educational object, an immutable object
must be not existed and the educational object can be changed in
accordance with the times. However, the educational object should
be consisted of around a human being and saying that the education
should be formed depend on a human being. Organizing the school
curriculums and the importance of spot education were emphasized so
that the education can be applied to the realities of life.

Hereupon the Calvinism builds up a logic in direct opposition
against the education centered the mankind which is J. Dewey's
philosophy in education. That is, as for insisting on the education
centered the God, the mankind is incapable in all points as the
mankind is wholly the degenerate sinner. The education depended
on the mankind can be, therefore, not become perfect. Solely the
human existence can be grasped by the Bible which is the word of the
God and it is said that the mankind who became to be the sinner
shown in the Bible, can recover the truthful human outlook according
to believing Jesus Christ.

And, as to the ethics, on the contrary of Dewey's doctrine
which is no absolute immutable truth, Calvinism's doctrine is that

the immutable truth means the Bible and the true ethical mankind[ 
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can be becomekWhen carrying the life on following the said truth.

In regard to the religious view, the God is not existed depend~-
ing on the necessity of a human being and the God was already
existed before the human being existed, so He is existed regardless
of the necessity of human being.

From the fact point of view as aforementioned, the starting
point between J. Dewey's philosophy in education and Calvinism is
different, It is wondered how the means of education in which the
starting point is different, could be uncritically applicable to the
churchly education? Accordingly it is considered that the righteous
Calvinism's education can be realized on the occasion of usual
inscribing in which the recovery of the God's shape is an objective

of churchly education.
