Even though there’s a lot of definitions on the conception of Liberty, to many peo-
ple Christian Freedom means just like a conception of something being freed from
some kind of external enforcement and bondage. And sometimes it could be somet-
hing which is “freedom from” or “freedom for”.

Hereby we cannot help thinkinig on what the real and rightful reality of Christian
berty is. So I tried to research the meaning and reality of it, by considering the
0 great works of the reformers. And those books are “On Christian Liberty” (Von

FPreiheit eines Christenmenschen) of Martin Luther and “Christian Liberty” of

‘uﬁ‘he‘r’s conception of Christian Liberty begins at the principle that a man can be




justified through faith in Jesus Christ as his savior. So from this principle, Luther
deduces his maxim which A christiam man is a perfectly free lord of all, subject to
all.

As a matter of fact, for Luther it was a spiritual and true liberty, and makes our
heart free from all sins, laws and mandates, etc. So to speak, for Luther christian
man is a free servant. And he took Jesus as a practical model of it, because Jesus
Christ is the perfect lord and at the same time the perfect servant. He also relates

the christian liberty with faith, justification and good works, etc.

For John Calvin, even though his style of developing it is a little different from
the one of Luther, it is true that he used a lot of main concepts which Luther did.

In the prescribed book of J. Calvin, we can find that Calvin was more systematic
than Luther. But he also developes his main conept from justification, and relates
‘it with law, freedom, conscience, enforcement of the law and the abuse of freedom,
_ete. In spite of some differences of their view, we can find a lot of similarities in
‘ ﬁieir works. And both of them deduced the conception of christian liberty, they rela-
ted it with our neighbor in the last parts of their works, so that we may not to of-
‘f‘e‘nd our neighbor into temptation, and we may practice our liberty on the basis of
loving our neighbor.
Therefore we can conclude that their view on christian liberty are in touch with

otxé another in whole context, even though there still remains a little differences.
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
