Erat A Case Study on the Universities of Tithingen and
Heidelberg

This article deals with the impact of the Reformation on the
institutionalization of humanism in the German academic world by
shedding light on the curricular reform of two universities, Ttbingen
and Heidelberg. Such reformers as Luther and Melanchthon. thought
that the so-called ‘studia hwmanitatis’ would play a crucial role in
implementing the ideal of ‘sola Scriptura” snd Protestant doctrines. in
the ordinary life of the German populace. They firmly believed in the
necessity of language study for the right interpretation of the Bible.
They also laid great emphasis upon the importance of rhetoric for
future pastors, who would teach the Bible and Lutheran message to
the mass. History was regarded. as a wvaluable instrument for
discerning the theological and ecclesiastical errors the Catholic
Church committed in the past. Thus the reformers lamenfed the
dominance of scholastic dialectics in the university study and insisted
that university curriculum be reformed with humanistic studies.

The medieval universifies of Tibingen and Heidelberg, from the
time &f their foundation, had long cherished scholastic’ studies. The
curriculum of their arts facully was monopolized by dialectics: the
“studia  humanitatis’ including  classical languages(Greek, Hebrew)
could not- enter into the curriculum at all or were overshadowed by
speculative dialectics. In spite of some progress in both institutions
duriig the carly decades of the 16th century, humanistic studies
were in  peripheral status; the deep-scated traditions remained
unchalienged. However, the Reformation changed the situation
drastically. As soon as their patrons adopted Protestantism, these
universities experienced radical curricular reforms. The teformers
filled the curriculum with humanistic subjects while striking a lethal
blow to scholasticism. The Reformation, albeit for its own pUrposes,
planted, fostered, and perpetuated the humanistic studies in the
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
